To that end,
the Religious Services and Ritual Committee and Rabbi Caplan conducted a study of the funeral services in
our area.  These funeral package arrangements are available to any member of the Temple and their
immediate families. The following two plans were recommended and approved by the Board of Trustees:
The Olson Burke/Sullivan Funeral Plan and the Chicago Jewish Funerals Funeral Plan.

One telephone call will initiate this procedure and spare the grieving family the burdens of planning a funeral,
selecting a funeral director, choosing a casket and deciding on the amount to be spent on a loved one’s burial.

With either plan, the Funeral Director and/or Temple will coordinate interment and cemetery arrangements.
Upon request, the Funeral Director will place newspaper notices and order death certificates.  The cost of
these items are borne by the family.  Other services such as Shomer, Tahara and family limousine are avail-
able for an additional charge.  All required cemetery related costs, such as plot, grave opening and vault
setting are not covered by either program.

This Funeral Plan is a service provided by Temple Anshe Sholom to its members.  No income is derived from it.
However, for each funeral that is conducted through our Funeral Plan, Temple Anshe Sholom will establish a
Memorial Fund named for the deceased and requests that the family insert the following in the obituary notice:
“In lieu of flowers, donations may be made to the (name of the deceased) Memorial Fund established at Temple
Anshe Sholom.”  The Memorial Fund shall be maintained for 90 days during which time a record of donations
will be kept.  Funds received shall be used for the operation of the Temple.  Call Lois Fine if you have any
questions regarding these plans.
